Dear Minster Struthers:

[ am writing to apply for an amendment to the plan you approved for us on December 21, 2007.

As you are aware the recovery of used oil plastic containers has lagged in Manitoba. Our membership,
at our last Annual General Meeting, approved an increase on the Environmental Handling Charge
(EHC) levy we apply to plastic containers from 5 cents to 10 cents per litre of capacity. Because of the
way Manitoba approved our plan we understand that this could be considered an amendment of the

plan.

The additional funds—approximately $450,000 more annually—will be used to significantly increase
the Return Incentive (RI) paid to collectors of used oil plastic containers (+ 38%). (An increase in the
container Processing Incentive (PI) was implemented on April 1, 2009).

MARRC EHC fees:

These actions will afford the collectors the opportunity to invest more in the container collections
through enhanced delivery equipment and manpower along with providing significant containerization

for the generators.



We will also be increasing significantly the focus on containers in our communications expenditures.
The used oil management associations in British Columbia (BCUOMA), Saskatchewan (SARRC) and
in Quebec (SOGHU) will be increasing their used oil container EHC levy from 5¢ to 10¢ per litre
capacity. The increase with BCUOMA is effective October 1, 2009; The increase for SARRC and
SOGHU will be effective January 1, 2010. Alberta (AUOMA) is awaiting regulatory approval.

We are of the strong opinion that these actions will help to increase the recovery rate of used oil
containers in Manitoba as projected in the documents attached.

I look forward to your response.
